But what he
has experienced is that multiple fire departments will pitch in to help each
other out.

e Do you have a Grant Write on staff?
o Yes. Ray Wilson does a great job. A grant from the Forestry Service
covered 85% of the cost. However, grants can be 4 to 5 years apart.
