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2023 Corvette Will Offer 14 Paint Color Choices

Since the Chevy Corvette C8 debuted
for the 2020 model year, it’s been of-
fered with a selection of 12 different ex-
terior paint options. Now, with the
introduction of the 2023 Corvette, that
paint options list expands to 14 thanks
to the addition of the new 2023 Corvette
70th Anniversary Edition.

For those readers who may be un-
aware, the 2023 Corvette 70th Anniver-
sary Edition is a limited-run version of
the C8 Corvette that celebrates the
nameplate’s 70th anniversary, offered in
both a Coupe and a Convertible body
style. The Anniversary Edition is also
available for both the 2023 Corvette
Stingray and 2023 Corvette Z06.

Upgrades over standard versions of the
sports car include cosmetic changes
like unique badging, painted brake cal-
ipers, special seat upholstery, and other
bits and pieces. Notably, the 70th Anni-
versary Edition is also offered in two
unique exterior colors, namely White
Pearl Metallic Tri-coat, matched with op-
tional Satin Gray stripes, and Carbon
Flash Metallic, matched with optional
Satin Black stripes.

The two unique exterior colors for the
2023 Corvette 70th Anniversary Edition
join 12 other exterior color options for
the mid-engine Vette. The other 12 op-
tions include (relevant paint code listed
in parentheses):

Caffeine Metallic (G48)
Arctic White (G8G)
Ceramic Matrix Gray Metallic (G9F)

Hypersonic Gray Metallic (GA7)
Black (GBA)

Amplify Orange Tintcoat (GC5)

Rapid Blue (GMO)

Red Mist Metallic Tintcoat (GPH)

As a reminder, the C8 Corvette rides on top of the Y2 plat-
form, with the C8 Corvette Stingray featuring the naturally
aspirated 6.2L V8 LT2 gasoline engine, rated at 490 horse-
power and 465 pound-feet of torque, and the C8 Corvette
Z06 featuring the naturally aspirated 5.5L V8 LT6, rated at
670 horsepower and 460 pound-feet of torque.
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Reminder; 2023 Corvette Z06 Will Not
Offer A Manual Transmission

The 2023 Corvette Z06 will not be offered
with a manual transmission at launch, and
the model is unlikely to offer one at any point
during the C8 Corvette’s life cycle.

A group of Chevy representatives were pres-
ent at Petit Le Mans last weekend to give a
product presentation about the new 2023
Corvette Z06. In addition to the presentation,
the Chevy reps also fielded questions from
race fans in attendance and online — with
one curious social media user asking the
team if they have plans to offer a manual
transmission on the new Corvette Z06 at any
point.

The answer, unsurprisingly, was an assertive
“no.” Corvette Engineering Manager Josh
Holder went on to provide the customary
“never say never,” exception, but it’s clear
from his tone that Chevy currently has no
plans to offer three pedals and a stick in any
variant of the mid-engine C8 Corvette.

This will be disappointing news for some
Chevy fans that remained hopeful a stick
would be introduced, but with C8 Corvette
sales already exceeding the automaker’s
expectations by a wide margin, Chevy has
little incentive to invest the money required
to produce a manual transmission model.
Back in early 2020, Chief Engineer Tadge
Juechter also explained why the C8 Cor-
vette won't offer a manual gearbox.Ad-
ditionally, the C8 Corvette Z06 was
conceived as a road-going version of the
Corvette C8.R racecar that has powered
Corvette Racing to two straight IMSA
championships. The Corvette C8.R is
equipped with a six-speed sequential trans-
mission with paddle shifters, so the pres-
ence of a paddle-shifted transmission on
the 2023 Corvette Z06 actually aligns it
closer with the race car. The quick-shifting
eight-speed dual-clutch in the Corvette Z06
also enables the supercar to accelerate
from zero to mph in a headline-making 2.6
seconds, further justifying its presence over
a manual.
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Things You Didnt Know About The C2 Corvette

1. 1963 Pilot Line Cars

The C2 “Pilot Line” or prototype cars totaled up to 23 vehicles, al-
most all convertibles. They were manufactured on the line at the
same time as 1962 Corvettes were being assembled, sharing
some components with them. These pre-production models also
came with a 1962 Chevy Nova handbrake. As for the body
panels, they were built using mahogany wood buck and hand-
made fiberglass.

2. Stingray or Sting Ray

When the C2 first launched, everyone knew the styling was in-
fluenced heavily by marine life. That was evident in the name of
the new body style, which was written on the cars as “Sting Ray.”
That'’s right, all the way from the 1963 to 1967 model years the
name was two separate words. Today, we’re all used to writing it
out as “Stingray,” but that came about with the second year of the
C3in 1969.

3. Vinyl Up Top

These days it seems like there’s a split among enthusiasts about
whether vinyl on car roofs is stylish or not. Up through the 1966
model year, Corvette owners who wanted a convertible with the
removable top for cold weather driving couldn’t get black vinyl. In-
stead, they had to go with a bodycolor roof. For the final year of
the C2, the 1967, GM gave convertible shoppers this option, ex-
panding styling choices.

4. Split Window Controversy

Easily one of the most desirable Corvettes of all time, at least when
it comes to collectors, is the 1963 coupe. That split window in the
rear was discontinued after just one production year, thanks to Cor-
vette owners complaining they couldn’t see properly to reverse or
even while driving down the road. Instead of ignoring the feedback,
GM made the rear window for the 1964 and beyond a solid pane of
glass. This means the '63 coupes are rare and quite valuable
today.

5. More Torsional Rigidity

Enthusiasts who are even just a little technical understand the im-
portance of torsional rigidity when it comes to handling. While ev-
eryone knows about the switch from the split window to a regular
rear window from the 63 to ’64 models, they might not be aware
that GM added more steel framework to both the convertible and
coupe. They each feature steel pretty much surrounding the pas-
senger compartment, plus in the coupe the steel extends overhead
in the roof so sticking turns became that much more effortless. Op-
tional wide-rim aluminum wheels also helped increase handling
performance.

6. Off-Road Exhaust

If you've looked through the options list for the C2 Corvettes, you
might have noticed a line for an “off-road service exhaust system.”
Before anyone gets any weird ideas, GM wasn’t suggesting taking
a ‘Vette on the Rubicon Trail or anything like that, obviously. Opt-
ing for this meant getting a muffler with three internal baffles in-
stead of five. With less restriction in the exhaust flow the car
sounded more aggressive, something people who heard the op-
tional exhaust liked enough to pay extra for it. Of course, they
could’ve just ordered the exposed side-mounted exhaust, but sur-
prisingly not everyone was into that.

7. An American First

There’s no doubt the 1963 Corvette Sting Ray was revolutionary
in many ways, but you might not realize weight distribution is one
of the big changes to America's sports car. Over half the weight
sits on the rear axle, which was the first time an American front-
engine car had such weight distribution, making it an oddity. The
result of this design is better handling in turns, making the C2 a le-
gitimate threat on the track.

8. Functional Stinger

Pretty much everyone loves the look of the stinger hood on certain
C2 Corvette models, but the sad fact is the scoop wasn’t functional,
with one small exception. The 1967 model introduced the L88 427
engine which got an induction of fresh air through the hood scoop.
Sadly, a mere 20 were made.

9. Thermal Efficiency

Anyone who knows the C2 Corvettes is aware the 1966 model year
introduced two pavement-pounding 427 V8s. There are a lot of de-
sign tweaks which push output on these engines to impressive
heights. Among them is the modified wedge-type cylin

ders designed for greater thermal efficiency. Thanks to a reduction
in the ratio of chamber surface to chamber volume, more of the
thermal energy was used to push the piston down instead of use-
lessly heating up the cylinder walls.

10. Rally Wheels

You might associate the iconic Rally Wheels with the C3 Corvette
since that’s when they really became popular, but the fact is they
launched with the C2. It was the 1967 model which first used Rally
Wheels as part of the standard equipment, although an aluminum
wheel was an option some chose instead.
