Garrett and | met in Philadelphia while Christmas shopping in 1973. Four and a half
years later in 1977 we married.

Garrett is an electrical engineer from Houston and | am a systems engineer from
Philadelphia. We both retired in late 2009 from Bechtel Engineers in Washington
State, and returned to our home in Laguna Tres Estates with our two small dogs, Lit-
tle Bob and Nutmeg.

We have worked on many engineering projects and have lived all across the United
States like Pennsylvania, Tennessee, lllinois, Georgia, Washington, and Texas.

We worked on the Comanche Peak Nuclear Plant project in the early 80s, which is
when we purchased our home and where we had our daughter Sarah, who by the way
is a 7th generation Texan.
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The Garrett family has a long Texas history from Thomas Jefferson Chambers who
donated the land that the capital in Austin sits on to Jack Garrett the famous cattle
rancher . Garrett is a |icensed pilot an ser
Dad was a fighter pilot during World War 11, and was killed in his P -38 over New Geor-
gia Island.

scoop 427 big block. He did trial runs with the 67 with SCCA. He loved that car until

one day in 1970 he was driving in Bryan Texas and saw a red 1969 L88 Corvette for

sale. It turned out that the owner was selling the L88 because it scared the bejesus

out of hi m. So Garrett traded his belove 427
really got into Garrettods veins. Yes rachng,

had a 750 two -stroke Kawasaki that he raced at places like Bridgehampton, Loudon,
Pocono, and Summit Point, but his motorcycle racing career was cut short due to the
fact that he was on a first name basis with the hospitals near every motorcycle rac-
ing track. Garrett raced the L88 in the IMSA Camel GT series at places like Daytona,
Talladega, Texas World Speedway, and Mid -Ohio. During this time another friend
decided to sell his 1963 split -window fuel injected Z06 Corvette (due to some finan-
cial problems), and had always promised Garrett first refusal on the 63, so in 1973
Garrett was the proud owner of both the L88 and the fuelie. He has raced the 63 with
HMSA and SVRA racing associations at Mid -Ohio, Laguna Seca, Monterrey, and
Road Atlanta. As a matter of fact the 63 raced in the Historic portion of the Dallas
Grand Prix in 1984. We spent many family vacations at race tracks. Garrett eventu-
ally sold the L88, and it went from a road racer to a trailer queen and only appears in
car shows now. Garrett purchased the red 2004 Z06 in 2006 because he desperately
wanted Z06 book ends, or maybe car ends. So now he only has two Corvettes, the
63 Z06 which he still races with vintage race groups, and the 2004 Z06 that he drives
to the gym or store.

Although our daughter Sarah, son -in-law Jeremy, and our grandson Keegan live in
Bellingham, Washington we decided to return to Texas so Garrett could hang out
with his pilots buddies, and racing buddies (these are usually the same people), and
ride around Lake Granbury in his boat. Oh tha
